What Do We Do Now? 
When the “shut down” began, we anticipated something that might last a few weeks or maybe a 
month. Now we are in a months-long, life-altering experience with no clearly defined resolution. Ambi-
guity is stress causing but also full of opportunity. Let me touch on a few things. 
 
1. When are we re-opening?  
We do not know. I grieve the loss of ‘normal’ every day. At the same time, we keep finding good ways 
to care for one another and love God. Over and over I am reminded that the church is the people and 
is not reliant on building access or large gatherings. 
You are aware that city, state and federal authorities, the Oklahoma Conference of the United Method-
ist Church and other entities are issuing guidance, advisories and instructions. Within this framework, 
St. Mark’s will make decisions of when and how to re-open. Church Council is attempting to stay up on 
developments and David Miller and I are putting together a small task force to recommend a re-
opening plan and interim gathering alternatives. 
Here are my impressions of the re-opening status so far. As David and I looked over the information 
available today, it could easily be June or July before St. Mark’s is “open” in any sense that we would 
like to be. When we open, social distancing, group size, sequential room use will all be different than 
before. 
In short, we will re-open. We do not know when, but it may be in June or July. And when we re-open, 
how we gather will be different than before. 
 
2. What do we do now?  
We plan to continue a mid-week devotion and Sunday worship service online. Many Sunday school clas-
ses, small groups, Life Groups, Bible studies, fellowship groups, Reunion groups and whatever groups 
are gathering via Zoom or similar means.  
Stay in touch with others through all means available. Reach out to offer help and to ask for help.  
 
3. Is this crazy, or what? 
Yep, this is different that many of us have ever experienced before. Remember when Jesus was on the 
stormy lake with his disciples? They were terrified. It was different than they had experienced before. 
He calmed the storm. He was their shelter and peace in the turmoil. Luke 8:22-25. 
He was also the peace for everyone else on the lake. The storm ended shore to shore. Everyone on the 
lake or shore benefitted. The peace of Christ spreads from where He is present.  
Ask Jesus Christ to be present and help you experience his peace. As you do, you can be the peace 
sharers in this storm. If asked why you are peaceful, tell about Jesus. We are infected with Jesus and 
thus are the peaceful, hopeful and calming antidote in life today…whether we are meeting at the 
church building or not.  
We will get through this storm and be more faithful for it.

The best answers may keep changing as we continue 
working to contain the spread of COVID 19 in are communities. You under-
stand that the idea is to limit the spread from person to person by keeping 
people physically away from each other.

In person Sunday worship and nearly all other activity at the church is post-
poned until further notice. You may participate in Sunday worship through our 
Facebook page or RightNow Media. Special resources for children are being 
created and loaded to RightNow Media. Do we choose to gather through 
online worship? Yes! Our online measurement tools tell us that we set a non-
Easter attendance record last Sunday. We are working on each Sunday's 
service throughout the week. 
  
Staff has been asked to work from home but we are still here for you.  
  
The church phones will be forwarded so that we can respond to phone calls. 
  
The usual ways you have been using will continue to be the best and quick-
est means to reach each other and those who serve on staff. The nation has a 
strong communications infrastructure.  
  
The prayer chain remains active and may be contacted in the usual ways. 
  
If for some reason you come into the church building, you are respon-
sible to use the available disinfectant clothes to wipe down everything you 
touch - doorknobs, light switches - everything. Wearing gloves protects you 
but not others, you still need to wipe down all surfaces.  
  
Several classes and study groups are finding ZOOM and other means effec-
tive ways to gather online.  
  
You can make contributions to St Mark's by clicking the link on the home 
page of our website. Click on it and  it will take you to a secure  donation 
page. Of course, the US Mail is still delivering, allowing us to also mail gifts to 
the church. 
  
Communications: We are emailing infor-
mation, prayer updates, or prayer guides as 
needed. A list of online resources can be 
found on the following page.  This is a great 
way to stay connected.   
  
I am looking forward to when we meet in 
person again. How about you? Until then... 
Remember God is still God and he is not 
quarantined. Let's keep in contact with each other. Pray for each other. En-
courage each other. God's Holy Spirit is stirring among us. We are in this to-
gether, you are not alone.

St Mark's will host another ministry opportunity this fall...Whiz 
Kids! So just what will we be doing? That is a great question! 
 
We will be hosting several 2nd thru 5th grade students from Over-
holser Elementary immediately after school, one day a week 

throughout the 2020/2021 school year. Each of these students will 
have been identified by their respective teacher as reading below 
his or her grade level. We will provide one-on-one tutoring to each 
of them in order to improve their reading skills. 
 

So what is the need? Separate conversations with individual 
teachers at Overholser indicate that as many as 30% of their 600-
plus students may be "at-risk" relative to their reading level. Ad-
ditionally, statistics show that students who still read below their 

grade level by the time they enter 6th grade are 40% more likely to spend time in the Oklahoma penal 
system as an adult than are those who are reading at or above their grade. The gap is huge, the need is 
real and it is right in our back yard! The principal, Marj Iven, and all the teachers are excited that St 
Mark's has stepped forward to help close this gap. But Whiz Kids is much more than a tutoring pro-
gram. 
 
Whiz Kids also is a "faith-based" mentoring program. Each of the 34 Whiz Kids sites throughout the 
metro area is hosted by a church; thus the "faith-based" part of the program. And the fact that each 
student receives one-on-one attention from the same tutor throughout the year highlights the 
mentoring aspect of this vital ministry. 
 
The tutoring day each week is still to be determined. We know that the time of day will be right after 
school dismisses: 3:45pm - 5:45pm. 
 
Do not be concerned if you lack tutoring experience: training will be provided. The only tools you need 
are a deep faith founded on the grace and salvation of Jesus Christ and the resulting heart to touch 
lives in a meaningful, Christian manner. 
 
So if you are looking for a way to give back...a way to impact both the children of our community as 
well as our community at large, this is a great ministry opportunity! These students are simply waiting 
for you to step forward!
